Competition system

Depending on the number of entries, group play and a simple KO
system. According to ICO rules (each match to 2 sets won).

Participation rules

1.
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Entry limit: 80 players in singles/16 pairs in doubles

in open/junior.

A participant may only compete in one singles competition and
one doubles competition.

Admission to the competition requires a current ICO licence.

A category is created when min. 4 participants, in doubles min.
4 pairs.

In the event of fewer entries in a category, the competitor will
automatically be moved to another category.

If it is not possible to move to another category and at least 3
players apply, half of the ranking points due shall be credited.
If it is not possible to move to another category and at least 3
players have entered, half of the ranking points due will be
credited.

Players are required to play in uniforms with their name and
country's name on the back during all matches (for ICO Masters
tournaments) or semi-finals and finals (for ICO International
tournaments).

Participants in the competition are required to present at the
competition office, signed declarations required by CKiS
(downloadable forms available at www.ckis.pl or

at the competition office).

Entry fee

Start in 2 categories (singles + doubles):

For competitors of the crossminton section of CKiS Skawina:
